The Analysis includes a commentary section on each provision that will help suppliers understand the OEM
differences in approach, and interpret the language and intent of various OEM terms.

OESA will review the comparative analysis at a half-day conference on October 26 at the Somerset Inn,
Troy, Michigan. The session will include a review from a legal perspective featuring Doug Cooper,
Counsel, Arent Fox, PLLC, the central figure in the development of the Analysis; Matt Paroly, Managing
Commercial Attorney, Delphi Corp; Tim Hefferon, Deputy General Counsel, ThyssenKrupp Budd; and
Lance Lis, Assistant General Counsel, Federal-Mogul Corp.

Also included in the conference are Denise Lee, Senior Vice President of Global Sales, Hilite Industries
and Gregg Rasmussen, Vice President, Car Business Unit, SKF, who will provide commercial commentary
on the Analysis and the practicalities of working with various issues.

Topics to be discussed include:
e Warranty and Recall
e Intellectual Property
= Tooling
e Termination and Default

The conference will also feature a question and answer session, a facilitated dialogue on industry terms
and conditions, and options for dealing with specific issues. The cost for the October 26 event is $350 for
OESA members and includes a copy of the Analysis.
